What is it?

Where is the Training Video shot? 
Blacmac Productions will shoot the training DVD in a place that best reflects your business’s product or 
service. 
 
How much will it cost?  
Each production requires a free quote as there are many different factors that influence the costing of the 
production. For example style requirements, such as the need for re-enactments or stunts, will impact on 
the cost. We can tailor productions to your specific budget.  
 
What is included in the price? 
The cost includes preproduction concept writing, shoot scheduling, director, director of photography, 
sound technician, editor, copies of the Training DVD and uploadable files on CD for web use.  



 
How long will it take to shoot?  
Shoots are usually scheduled for one day however this is dependent on the level of information to be 
imparted. Blacmac Productions can arrange for longer shoots if required. These details will be discussed 
during the initial quote stage.  
 
When will I receive the finished product?  
Generally you will view initial production three weeks after shoot. Changes can be suggested to the editor 
at this stage. Again this timeframe is moveable and delivery can be adjusted according to your needs. 
 
What is in the fine print?  
There will be no pickup shoots or additional shots added after schedule sign-off. There will be no reshoots 
unless operator error is involved.
